PROPOSALS OF THE AMENDMENTS AND MODIFICATIONS OF THE
LAW ON HIGHER EDUCATION
Article 1
In the Law on Higher Education (“Official Gazette of RS”, nos. 76/05, 100/07 – authentic interpretation, 97/08, 44/10, 53/11 – УС, 93/12 and 89/13 – hereinafter referred to as: Law), new points shall be added to Article 4, paragraph 1, after point 5): 

“access to all levels of studies and study programs under equal conditions, without the obstacles for the transfer to another kind of studies, continuation of education and lifelong education”.

“solidarity and support of all participants in the educational process: teaching staff, non-teaching staff and students”.
Points 8, 9, 10 and 11 shall become points 10, 11, 12 and 13.



Article 4, paragraph 1, point 8) shall be modified as follows:

“participation of students in the management and decision-making shall be ensured, especially in relation to issues that deal with the availability of education, the quality of teaching and student standard”. 

Article 2
In Article 8, paragraph 1, the part of the text after “all persons with previously completed high school education” shall be deleted.
Article 3

After Article 8, a new Article 8а shall be added to read as follows: 
“Prohibition of discrimination
Article 8а

Any kind of direct or indirect discrimination of students, teaching and non-teaching staff regarding their gender, birth, language, race, skin color, age, pregnancy, medical condition, disability, nationality, religion, marital status, family commitments, sexual orientation, gender identity, political and other opinions, social background, material status, membership in political organizations, unions or any other personal characteristics is forbidden at higher education institutions.
The authorized bodies shall introduce special measures for improving the access to higher education and providing additional support to persons or groups that are in a substantially unequal position in comparison to other citizens.

Special measures from paragraph 2 of this Article shall not be considered as discrimination”.
Article 4
A new point is added in Article 11, paragraph 1, after point 3 that shall read as follows:
“Gives opinions on special measures for the improvement of access to higher education of persons or groups that are in an unequal position in comparison to other citizens.”

Points 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14 and 14а shall become points 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15 and 16.
Article 5

In Article 19, point 2, after the words “especially in the area of enrollment policy”, the following words shall be added: “and the improvement of access to higher education;”.

In Article 19, point 5, after the words “material status of universities”, the following words shall be added: “improvement of access to higher education and provision of additional support to persons or groups that are in a substantially unequal position in comparison to other citizens”.

Article 6

In Article 21, point 2, after the words “especially in the area of enrollment policy”, the following words shall be added “and improvement of access to vocational studies;”

In Article 21, point 5, after the words “of university colleges of vocational studies” the following words shall be added: “improvement of access to vocational studies and provision of additional support to persons or groups that are in a substantially unequal position in comparison to other citizens”.

Article 7


After Article 33, a new Article 33a shall be added, to read as follows: 

“Ensuring the accessibility and provision of additional support to students
Article 33а


A higher education institution shall reasonably adjust its work space, equipment and infrastructure so that the students with disabilities can exercise their rights and fulfill their academic obligations under equal conditions.


A higher education institution shall allow the students with disabilities to take the entrance exam and attend classes in a way that is adjusted to their needs.


A higher education institution shall provide additional educational support to students that require such a support.”
Article 8
In Article 80, paragraph 4, the words “in gesticulation language” shall be replaced with the words “in sign language”.

Article 9
In Article 81, paragraph 1, the words “with special needs” shall be replaced with the words “with disabilities.”
Article 10

Article 81, paragraph 4 shall be modified to read as follows: 

“In a proper manner, including the institution website, a higher education institution shall inform the students on the manner, time and place of classes, objectives, methods and contents of the curricula, on the contents, methods, criteria and grading scales, on the methods for providing the exams to be public and methods to provide an insight into results, as well as on other issuest hat are significant for the students.”
Article 11
In Article 32, after paragraph 9, paragraph 10 shall be added that read as follows: 
“ A higher education institution shall have and regularly update its website. The website must be created in accordance with the guidelines for website creation that are passed by the Government following the proposal of the authorized Ministry.”
Article 12

In Article 84, after paragraph 3, a new paragraph shall be added, which reads as follows: 


“When deciding on the number of students for the enrollment in the first year of a study program that is funded from the budget, for a higher education institution the founder of which is the Republic, in order to improve the access to higher education, the ministry authorized for education can, after receiving the opinion of the National Council, allocate an additional amount of state-funded positions for persons from social groups that are in a unequal position in comparison to other citizens”.

Paragraph 4 shall become paragraph 5.
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
